Last month’s VBS for Adults this year focused on Music.  The first night we looked at the building blocks of 
music – rudiments - such as the way the staff is put together, how to determine  

the key signature of a piece of music and why that matters.  Monday we had our 
exercise class as we considered how we use our bodies in singing – how to make a 
good strong and pretty sound and how to be more easily understood.  Tuesday we 

returned to basics, but this time with rhythm, leaving Wednesday for following 
the roadmaps of musical scores and a good bit of the foreign language used in our 

choir music. 
 

Prior to that week I had been working one on one or in small groups of the bell folks really taking a look at some 
of the same sorts of things, and it’s helped me to realize that a lot of folks are interested in building their under-
standing of the way music works and how to be a better singer (or bell ringer).  If you fit in this category, I would 
be glad to set up a time to meet with you and try to pair you with another person or two who’s interested in simi-
lar exploration.  So if you are interested in learning more, talk to me and we’ll work something out that works 
with our schedules. 

Before we know it, school will be back in session and with it some new possibili-
ties. I’d ask that even if music isn’t something you’re personally involved in here 
at WB (and especially if it is!) that you pray for us, that we might be able to find 
some more instrumentalists willing to play for an afternoon hymn sing starting in 
August or a guitar player willing to be a regular part of our worship services and 
rehearsals as needed.   

Lastly, I’d like to let you know that we are considering producing a Passion Play in 2019.  
I’ve directed some with a cast as large as 200, so if you’d like a low stress opportunity (there 
are only three speaking roles and the narration – straight from scripture - is read) to be in-
volved in a powerful drama, I’d be glad to hear from you.  We’ll need tech folks and seam-
stresses as well, so there’s likely a job for you whether you prefer to be on stage or behind it. 

There are lots of amazing things in White Bluff’s future – I am excited!
